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Executive Summary 

The ICOPER project has more than achieved its goal on dissemination and 
outreach activities. During this reporting period (M15-M36) more than 700 people 
have been actively participating in ICOPER events, that ranges from focused 
experts meeting to more general events such as the On-Line Educa conference. 
Based on the ICOPER project several new European standardization activities 
have been initialized, such as the PALO and InLOC projects. 
The over-achievement of the work package is also documented in the following 
table, where WP8 performance indicators are listed.

1.1 Introduction

have focused on eliminating redundant information from D8.7a. For a complete 
picture of the dissemination and liaison activities of the ICOPER project during its 
36 month duration you need to read D8.7a and D8.7b as one.

This report have been made on the basis of reporting done via the 2know2.com 
system used by ICOPER for reporting dissemination activities. 
In addition all partners have been asked to fill out a word template on liaison 
activities, standardization activities and other events. 
This report is a collation of the reports filled out by the partners of ICOPER, and 
what was reported in the ICOPER reporting system. 
ICOPER has been co-organiser of a number of regional events analysing the new 
requirements coming out of more competency-driven scenarios. 
The main vehicle for setting the ICOPER agenda has been organising meetings 
together with European, regional and local organisations. The public website have 
been used to present the ICOPER educational framework and encourage 
participation in our workgroups. The opportunities for stakeholders to take part in 
the ICOPER discourse on building the Reference Model have been many. During 
the Leuven workshop in the summer of 2010 the ICOPER Reference Model was 
discussed to great length. 

1.2 Engagement with standard communities 
ICOPER is working closely with the standards community to provide input to the 
standards developing process as well as make use of this community as a 
dissemination vehicle for projects results. In this section we will report on the 
engagement with the standards setting bodies and results related to promotion and 
adaption of standards. 
ICOPER has already contributed to put competency on the agenda in a number of 
standardisation communities. In December 2009 and 2010 we co-hosted the 
second and third meeting of the CEN WSLT Competency SIG (Special Interest 
Group) together with CEN. 
ICOPER have provided substantial input to several European standardisation 
activities such as MLO (Metadata for Learning Opportunities), ELM (European  
Learner Mobility), EuroLmai (European Learner Mobility Achievement 
Information) and the on going standardisation project PALO (Personal Achieved 
Learning Outcomes Profiles) are a direct contribution from the ICOPER project. 
Based on the indicators of the ICOPER project we find that the project have more 
than achieved the goals that it planned to achieve, as illustrated in following 
Tables and Figures.
